The Youth Rapid and Blitz Chess Championship 2015 – Qualifying 

Tournaments will be held on the first weekend of June 2015 in 6 

zones: Colombo, Kandy, Galle, Kurunagela, Jaffna and Gampaha.  
 

Event: 12 separate individual events as Under 8, 10, 12, 14, 16 and 18 

years, Open and Girls.   
 

Time Control: 

Rapid 15 Minutes + 10 Seconds per move.  

Blitz  3 Minutes + 2 Seconds per move.  

No need to score.  
 

Eligibility: Those who fall into the respective age group on the 1st of January 2015 are 

eligible to participate in that age group. A player can compete from any zone of his/her 

choice. 
 

All Rated Players (FIDE Standard or otherwise) have direct entry to play in the Finals 

and are thus exempt from playing in the Qualifying Events.

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Tie Breaks for Round Robin Events  

1. Results among Tied Players (11) 

2. Koya System 

3. Play-Off if determined as needed by the Tournament Commission of CFSL.  

 

To Qualify the National Youth Rapid & Blitz Championship as an Official Player, a player 

must finish within the first 5 places – however 4
th
 and 5

th
 places must obtain at least 0.5points 

to be eligible to play in the finals.  

Players who score 3.5 points out of 5 rounds (4 points in the event of 6 rounds) can play the 

National Youth Rapid & Blitz Championship as additional players, by paying double entry 

fees. 

Rapid and Blitz Championships are two separate events. As such players will have to qualify 

for the events separately. (Qualifying for one does not allow a player to play in the other) 
 

Note: All players participating in CFSL events should register with the Chess 

Federation providing their personnel details and an annual registration fee of Rs. 

200/=. (The life membership is 2,500/=) This registration should be renewed in each 

year. CFSL will issue an ID card for the players registered and players are obliged to 

provide the ID card whenever the CFSL request them to do so. Registration facilities 

will be available throughout this event.
