2. System and Rate of Play :

The tournament will be played in 9 rounds according to Swiss System in respect to the Fide Rules.

Time control: 90 minutes for the whole game with 30 second increment per move from the first move.
3. Tie-Break System :

The order of the players that finish with the same number of points shall be determined by the application of the following tie-break procedures in sequence, proceeding from (a) to (b) to (c).

a- If all the tied players have met each other, then the sum of points from these encounters is used
b- Sum of Progressive score.

c- Sonnenborn-Berger: sum of the scores of the opponents a player has defeated and half the scores of the players he has drawn with.

N.B.: All players having the same number of points will share their money prizes equally. 
         Tie-break system will be used for ranking and trophies/medals distribution.
4. Applications & Registrations :
The Asian Seniors and Amateur Championships are open to all Asian seniors and amateurs players.
The Asian Amateur Championship is open to all eligible players who shall have no FIDE master title or published FIDE Rating above 2000 at the start of the tournament nor had such a Rating for at least 2 years prior to the start of the event.
The Asian Senior Championship is open to all players who had not reached their 55th birthday (for women’s championship, 50th birthday) on January 1st 2010, i.e. each participant in the 2010 Championship must be born on or before 01.01.55 (for women 01.01.60).
The applications should be returned not later than the 1st of May 2010 to Mr. Elie Khairallah.
5. Arbiters :

The Asian chess federation president shall appoint the chief arbiter after consultation with the organizing federation and as many other Arbiters as necessary.
6. Appeals Committee :
The appeals Committee will consist of 5 members and 2 reserves and will be declared in the 
players meeting.
7. Tournament Bulletin :
Daily bulletin will be given free to all participants. 
8.  Fees :

The registration fee for the ASIAN SENIOR & AMATEURS CHAMPIONSHIP is 100$ for participation fees and transportation Airport-Hotel & Hotel-Playing. Entry fee to Asian Chess Federation is $25 for the Asian Amateurs.
9. Accommodation :
The organizers offer a special price for accommodation: Per Person / per night:

10. Prizes

1st $1,500; 2nd $1,200; 3rd $1,000; 4th $800 and 5th $500

Highest Women 1st $500, 2nd $300 and 3rd $200

11. Payment for Accommodation :

All payments for accommodation are the player’s responsibility to be paid in advance.
12.  Weather Conditions :

In June the weather is mild. The temperatures are usually between 21 and 25 Celsius.
13.  Currency Exchange :

The local currency is Lebanese Pounds. US Dollars are also widely used. US$ 1=1500Lbp.
